BUCKS COUNTY BADMINTON ASSOCIATION
(Affiliated to the Badminton Association of England Limited)

CONSTITUTION
1. NAME

The Association shall be called Bucks County Badminton Association.
2. OBJECTS

The objects of the Association shall be to encourage badminton generally,
particularly by arranging and organising Inter-County matches, Inter-Club and
County League Competitions, Exhibitions and Open and/or Restricted Tournaments.
All these activities shall in every way conform to the rules and regulations of
the Badminton Association of England.

33 CONSTITUTION

The Association shall be confined to Badminton Clubs having their halls
within the County as defined prior to the Local Government Act, 1972 by the
Boundaries Commission.

4, AFFILIATION

a. The Association shall be affiliated to the Badminton Association of
England and shall conform in every respect to the rulings of the Badminton
Association of England.

b. All applications for affiliation to the County Association must be made in
writing to the Hon. County Secretary and signed by the Hon. Secretary of the
Club, the acceptance of rejection of such applications shall rest entirely with
the Bucks County Committee.

Ca The annual subscription for each club shall be the amount specified by the
Badminton Association of England, plus the amount specified by the Bucks County
Association, per playing member, due on 1 September each year, or on joining.

If unpaid by 31 October, the Bucks County Committee shall have power to take
such action as they deem necessary.

d. The annual subscription for each Junior club shall be the amount specified
by the Badminton Association of England, plus the amount specified by the Bucks
County Association due on 1 September each year, or on joining. If unpaid by 31
October, the Bucks County Committee shall have power to take such action as they
deem necessary

e. Bn affiliated club wishing to withdraw from the Association shall give
written notice, on or before 1 August in any year.

£ If an Hon. Secretary of an affiliated club resigns from office, the club
must report the fact immediately to the Association and forward the name and
address of the new Hon. Secretary as soon as possible.

5. ANNUAL GENERAL MEETING
= The Annual General meeting shall be held not later than the 30 June.
