All 5 disciplines will be offered: 

• **Open Singles and Women’s Singles on Sunday 26thMay 
• Mixed Doubles, **Open Doubles and Women’s Doubles on Monday 27thMay.  
• Players may enter 1 singles event, mixed and1 level doubles event. 

 

Tier 4 tournaments are aimed at players: 

• Club to lower-level county, graded F – K or ungraded in any discipline entered 
• Born before 2007 (16+ on 1-1-2024)  
• Holding a Badminton England membership, minimum Play or Coach

Entry opens Sunday 10th March 2024 and closes Sunday 5th May 2024. 
Up to 50% of accepted entries, in each event, will be on a “first received” basis. In doubles events this 
will be taken as the entry time of the 2nd partner.  
The remaining places will be allocated based on player’s grade and ranking at the time entry closes 
(Sunday 5th May). 
A good incentive to get your entry in early!

**In line with Badminton England Trans-Gender policy, all participants are required to play within their sex 
assigned at birth. Open Events are available to players born male or born female. Women’s events may only 
be entered by players born female. Open Doubles pairings must both be of the same birth sex and Mixed
